Information from the 2010 Census can lead to improvements in the quality of your life in the United States. 

You came to this country in search of a better life for yourself and your family. You will have an opportunity to help make that happen when you complete and return the 2010 Census form. 

Census data help communities get funds for new schools, hospitals, child-care centers, legal services and much more. It’s in your best interest to respond! 

Your information is safe and cannot be used against you.

By law, the Census Bureau cannot share your answers with anyone, including other federal agencies and law enforcement entities. All Census Bureau employees take the oath of nondisclosure and are sworn for life to protect the confidentiality of the data. The penalty for unlawful disclosure is a fine of up to $250,000 or imprisonment of up to five years, or both.
Filling out the census is easy.

One of the shortest census forms in history, the 2010 Census form asks 10 questions and takes about 10 minutes to complete. You can answer the questions in your preferred language.
