Promoting the 2010 Census through Public Service Announcements

Public service announcements (PSAs) are free, non-commercial spots on radio or television designed to alert the community about a program or issue vital to the public interest. The Native Hawaiian and Pacific Islander community trusts its local media and relies on it for information. Leverage this trust and contact station directors at local radio outlets to discuss stations’ individual PSA recording and airing policies.
