The 2010 Census is more than just a count of our citizens and noncitizens. It provides an opportunity for you to ensure our community is accurately represented when it comes to funding for essential programs and services. Census data directly affect how more than $400 billion per year in federal funding is distributed to tribal, state, and local governments. Census data guide local decision-makers on where to build new schools, roads, child-care and senior centers, community facilities and more. Data also are used to reapportion congressional seats to states and assure proper district representation. 

We are writing to ask for your help in ensuring every person living in the United States is counted in 2010. Please be on the lookout for your 2010 Census form in March and encourage your friends, family members, coworkers and others in our community to participate in the census. Every household in the United States should complete its census form and mail it back upon receipt. 

Help us to spread the word that census participation is easy, important and safe. 

It’s easy: One of the shortest census forms in history, the 2010 Census form takes about 10 minutes to complete.
It’s important: Census data can guide plans for enhancing our community. 
It’s safe: By law, the Census Bureau cannot share respondents’ answers with anyone, including other federal agencies and law enforcement entities. All Census Bureau employees take an oath of nondisclosure and are sworn for life to protect the confidentiality of the data. The penalty for unlawful disclosure is a fine of up to $250,000 or imprisonment of up to five years, or both.
